The Scottish Marine Environmental Enhancement Fund (SMEEF) is an innovative mechanism for linking philanthropic donations from business with strategic interventions to improve the health of Scottish coasts and seas. 
Managed by Scottish Governments’ Marine Directorate, Crown Estate Scotland and NatureScot and using science-based, policy aligned criteria, the grant pots created are distributed to projects across Scotland. 
The unique placement of SMEEF provides exceptional insight and assures robust governance and transparency. 
SMEEF has sourced nearly £10m since it’s start in 2022 and funded more than 100 grants. Unfortunately, demand continues to exceed supply approximately 2 to 1 and the supply of finance is limited in coming years. 
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Core Aims
SMEEF is an effective, science led, long-term funding mechanism that will:
Enhance marine habitats and species across Scottish coasts and seas,
Take a systems view, connecting interventions and considering full ecosystems and life cycles,
Provide demonstrable ESG/CSR opportunities, and
Encourage wider research and development.
 
Achievements 
SMEEF has already distributed 105 grants across our four grant themes in all Scottish marine regions.
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Policy Alignment
Our grant giving strategy follows the best and most up to date science, giving donors reassurance that projects are placed to greatest effect. We work closely with the Scottish Government to ensure the projects we fund contribute towards relevant policy priorities at national, regional and local level.
